
The Life and Times of the Lakes Region Conservation Trust

Since its founding in 1979, the Lakes Region Conservation
Trust has been dedicated to the permanent protection,
stewardship, and respectful use of lands that define the
character of the Lakes Region of New Hampshire and its
quality of life.  This year marks LRCT's 30th anniversary;
this milestone provides an opportunity to celebrate the
significant conservation accomplishments that together we
have achieved, to engage in new initiatives, and to plan
for many more years of land conservation successes
throughout the Lakes Region.

Without the combined efforts of thousands of extremely
generous and dedicated landowners, donors, trustees,
advisors, committee members, volunteers, and staff during
the past three decades, 20,967 acresÐencompassing
mountain summits and ridgelines and their incredible
views, more than 28 miles of undeveloped shoreline,
significant habitat for wildlife and endangered and
threatened plant species, wetlands and water resources,
productive agricultural lands, and over 75 miles of trailsÐ
would not have been conserved in perpetuity.  These
scenic, natural, and recreational assetsÐso important to
the region's character and identityÐrepresent a legacy of
conservation that will enrich and sustain the Lakes Region
for generations to come.

The following are just a few of the experiences ensured by
this lasting legacy of conservation:
· Paddling on Lake Winnipesaukee and Squam Lake

surrounded by thousands of conserved upland acres in
the Ossipees, in the Squam Range, and on Red Hill.

· Listening to the sound of cascading water along the
spectacular Brook Walk at the Castle in the Clouds
Conservation Area.

· Climbing to the summit of Red Hill on a historic t rail.
· Sharing the natural world with a child on a peacef ul

walk around Knights Pond.
· Cross-country skiing on the many miles of trails within

the Sewall Woods Conservation Area.
· Hiking along the Crawford-Ridgepole Trail in the Squam

Range, with impressive views in all directions.

· Picnicking and exploring on Stonedam Island.
· Snowshoeing up Mt. Roberts and along the High Ridge

Trail in the Ossipees, looking for signs of wildlif e.

These experiences, and so many more, would not be
possible without the foresight of LRCT's founders and the
motivation and commitment of LRCT supporters who care
deeply for this region and value all that makes it special.

In reaching the 30-year milestone, LRCT is undertaking 
an ambitious program of conservation, stewardship,
education, and outreach initiatives.  Information on some
of these is included in this Legacy, and further details will
be provided in upcoming issues.

In addition, at this key moment in the organization's
history, LRCT has acquired a new headquarters in the
center of the Lakes Region.  Situated in a setting
connected with the history of LRCT's conservation efforts,
with views towards LRCT lands on Red Hill and in the
Ossipees, the new headquarters provides tremendously
improved space for conducting the Trust's work and greatly
enhances LRCT's ability to
pursue its land conservation
and stewardship mission into
the future.

We look forward to working
together with each of you to
support, strengthen, and
expand LRCT©s legacy of
conservation in the decades
aheadÐby stewarding the
properties already conserved
by LRCT throughout the
region, by appreciating and
learning from these significant
lands, and by conserving
more of these special places
for the benefit and
enjoyment of people today
and the generations to come.

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n 1979 a small group of volunteers gathered together to
protect Lake Winnipesaukee's Stonedam IslandÐas

prime wildlife habitat, as a peaceful natural area accessible
to the public, and as unspoiled shoreline and upland
contributing to the scenic character of New Hampshire's
largest lake.  With much generosity, personal sacrifice, and
hard work, this dedicated group secured the property and
then enlisted the support of many othersÐfriends and
neighbors, permanent residents and seasonal visitors from
all walks of life, local businesses and organizationsÐto
complete LRCT's purchase of the property.  In so doing,
they protected a special place in perpetuity and began a
new conservation tradition in New Hampshire's Lakes
Region.

The history of the Lakes Region Conservation Trust is one
of generous and enthusiastic contributionsÐof land and
conservation easements, financial support, and physical
labor ¼ scientific, business, legal, construction, and
teaching expertise ¼ talents as varied as photography,
woodworking, and gardening ¼ wisdom, experience, and
judgment ¼ and good humor and moral support.

First, the big picture.  These tremendous contributions
have enabled LRCT to protect over 20,000 acres of land in
the Lakes Region; properties with a total value of tens of
millions of dollars are now conserved in perpetuity.
Thousands of contributors have joined together to support
the efforts to protect these lands, and hundreds of talented
and dedicated volunteers perform essential property
stewardship tasks each year.  The vast majority of this
acreage is open for thoughtful recreational use by all, and
these properties are visited and enjoyed by tens of
thousands of people annually.

On a property-specific scale, the significance of this land
conservation work is even more apparent.  LRCT's

conserved properties are some of the favorite places and
landmarks of the Lakes Region.

Places such as the summit of Mt. Shaw in the Ossipees,
the forested slopes of the Squam Range and Red Hill,
Knights Pond, the shores of Squaw Cove and Center
Harbor Neck on Squam Lake, Stonedam and Ragged
Islands in Lake Winnipesaukee, Pulpit Rock in Sandwich
Notch, the Falls of Song at the Castle in the Clouds,
Copple Crown Mountain, Kusumpe and Intervale Ponds,
and many, many others help to give the region its unique
identity and character.  They make the Lakes Region a
place in which we want to live, work, and play, a p lace in
which families grow and to which they return, a pla ce to
establish and sustain our roots.

With this issue of The Legacy, we begin the celebration of
the Lakes Region Conservation Trust's 30th anniversary
year.  We hope that you will celebrate with usÐby
assisting in conserving important family or community
lands, by participating in LRCT's volunteer property
stewardship work and other LRCT activities, by visiting
LRCT's new headquarters, and by donating in support of
LRCT's work.  Most importantly, we hope that you will
celebrate by visiting, experiencing, and enjoying LRCT's
conserved lands and renewing your appreciation for what
it is that makes the Lakes Region a special place to be in
every season of the year.

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LRCT Receives Gift of Halfway Brook Conservation Ea sement
In December 2008, the Lakes Region Conservation Trust
received a very generous gift of a conservation easement on 87
acres of land on the lower slopes of the Ossipee Mountains in
Moultonborough from the property's owner, Jane P. Rice.  This
forested land is bounded on one side by scenic Halfway Brook,
one of the two largest brooks in the Town of Moulto nborough,
which follows a winding course out of the mountains  and
eventually into Lake Winnipesaukee.  The property includes
approximately 1,300 feet of frontage on the brook, and the
easement also protects valuable woodland habitat and allows
LRCT to provide for public access on the property's trails for
hiking, snowshoeing, cross-country skiing, and nature observation.

The conserved land is located off Ossipee Mountain Road,
abutting LRCT's Burrows Farm conservation easement property,
and is close to other significant Ossipee Mountains conservation
lands owned by LRCTÐthe 5,381-acre Castle in the Clouds
Conservation Area in Moultonborough and Tuftonboro and the
2,875-acre Northern Ossipees Preserve in Tamworth.  

LRCT President Don Berry noted that the Halfway Brook
conservation easement is the result of the willingness of a
thoughtful landowner who wished to work with LRCT t o conserve
the land consistent with her vision and in a manner that provides
significant benefit to her community and the environment.  He
expressed the Trust's heartfelt thanks to Jane Rice for her
generous easement gift.

Sewall Woods Campaign Nears Completion
With the generous support of dedicated landowners, donors, and volunteers, LRCT has conserved, parcel-by-parcel over
ten years, the McBride, Tuttle, Munro, and Horn properties that comprise the 176-acre Sewall Woods Conservation Area.
The total community investment in the conservation and stewardship of Sewall Woods to date, including monetary and
land gifts, is $1.8 million.  We have only $43,000 left to raise to complete the campaign for the funds used to acquire the
fourth and final parcel of land.  Completion of the  Sewall Woods campaign represents the culmination of an extraordinary
conservation and community effort to conserve one of Wolfeboro's most special places for the benefit and enjoyment of
present and future generations.

Stewardship Volunteers spent hundreds of
hours on-the-ground in 2008, monitoring and
thoughtfully stewarding the lands conserved by
LRCT.  The combined efforts of Stewardship
Volunteers allowed

many critical stewardship projects to be successfully
completed and allowed new projects to be initiated.
Stewardship Volunteers maintained many miles of
trails, constructed and realigned footbridges, improved
trail signage, refurbished trailhead kiosks, maintained
and repaired buildings and docks, reestablished a
nature trail, worked on developing trail maps, and
performed numerous other essential tasks.  They
stewarded conserved properties throughout the seasons,
unfazed by rain and snow and black flies and trees
brought down across the trails by wind and storms.  
In addition, while carrying out stewardship activities,
Stewardship Volunteers shared their knowledge of
trails, ecology, history, and LRCT's conservation efforts
with people visiting the conserved lands.

The Lakes Region Conservation Trust is one of 26
nonprofit organizations selected to participate this year in
Giving Matters, a radio series produced in partnership by
New Hampshire Public Radio and the New Hampshire
Charitable Foundation which highlights the significant
contributions of nonprofit organizations in New
Hampshire.

Each selected nonprofit has the opportunity to share its
organization's stories in a two-minute radio spot which airs
during Giving Matters' timeslot on Saturday mornings at
8:35 a.m. on NHPR.

The Lakes Region Conservation Trust selected John Oliver,
LRCT volunteer extraordinaire, to represent LRCT on
Giving Matters.  John volunteers his time to the Trust in
many ways: as Property Adopter for the Red Hill
Conservation Area, as a member of the Stewardship
Committee, and as a long-time Trustee who has
transitioned into the role of Advisor.

John's connection to Red Hill and the Ossipee Mountains
goes back many generations, to when his great-
grandparents were settlers in the Ossipees on land that is
now permanently conserved as part of LRCT's Castle in the
Clouds Conservation Area.  John's grandparents settled in
the valley of Red Hill, and John grew up exploring and
learning from the thousands of acres of land that now
comprise LRCT's Red Hill Conservation Area.  Some of
John's stories will be shared in the next edition of The
Legacy, which will contain a special feature piece on the
Trust's Oral History Project, in which John participated.
And, through Giving Matters, John's voice will be heard
widely, sharing some of his stories with the NHPR
audience.

To create the radio spot, John participated in an initial
phone interview with Giving Matters Producer Lois Shea,

and then spent the morning of December 10, 2008 at
Sheridan Woods within the Red Hill Conservation Area
with NHPR's Sean Hurley, joined by LRCT's Kristen
Clothier.  The three were unfazed by extremely cold
temperatures and set off for a hike and outdoor recording
session together, with John sharing stories all along the
way about this place he has spent so much time exploring,
stewarding, and learning from throughout his life.

Sheridan Woods Snowshoe Hike 

at the Red Hill Conservation Area
Saturday, March 14, 9 a.m. ± 1 p.m.

Join the Lakes Region Conservation Trust for a guided
snowshoe hike through Sheridan Woods!  The hike
will meander on and off the trails on moderate terrain
along an approximately 2.5 mile loop.  We will
explore areas of Red Hill seldom seen by hikers, look
for signs of wildlife in this habitat-rich environm ent,
and learn about the natural history of this 2,565-acre
conservation area.  

The hike will be led by John Oliver, LRCT Property
Adopter for the Red Hill Conservation Area.  John has
a long history of exploring this protected landscape;

Directions to the Sheridan Woods Trailhead
· From NH Route 25, turn north on Sheridan Road

(~3.7 miles east of the traffic lights in Center Harbor
or ~1.7 miles west of the junction of Routes 109
and 25 in Moultonborough).

· Take Sheridan Road north for ~1.5 miles to the
Sheridan Woods trailhead on the left.

· There is a large, plowed parking area and a green
LRCT kiosk at the trailhead.

Bring a bag lunch, water, warm layers, hiking boots,
and snowshoes.  We will meet at the trailhead at 9 a.m.

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The Lakes Region Conservation Trust is an enthusiastic
participant in organizations recently formed to facilitate
land conservation in two key parts of the Lakes Region.
We look forward to conservation achievements in these
areas in the years ahead.

Newfound Land Conservation Partnership
The Newfound Land Conservation Partnership is a
collaboration among the Newfound Lake Region Association
(NLRA), LRCT, and the Society for the Protection of New
Hampshire Forests.  All three organizations have mission-
driven interests in conserving land and water resource
values in the Newfound Watershed, and the partnership
provides a means by which they, and other interested
organizations and individuals, can work to facilitate land
conservation in the watershed.

At the western end of the Lakes Region, the Newfound
Watershed is a special place, with scenic slopes and
ridgelines, large tracts of forested habitat, productive
agricultural lands, pristine waters and shorelines, and
peaceful villages.  Conserving critical lands is one of the
best ways to protect Newfound's water quality, maintain
recreational opportunities for residents
and visitors alike, sustain the local
economy, and preserve the inherent
scenic qualities and character of the
communities that make Newfound
special.

The partnership is the result of efforts
led by NLRAÐwith the involvement of
camps, land trusts, and other interested
peopleÐto increase the pace of land
conservation in the Newfound
Watershed.  NLRA's Land and Watershed
Committee will help assess and
prioritize potential conservation
opportunities and provide a local
resource for interested landowners, and
LRCT, the Forest Society, and other
established land protection organizations
will provide their expertise and carry
out land conservation transactions.

Belknap Range Conservation Coalition

The Belknap Range Conservation Coalition (BRCC) is an
organization whose mission is to promote the conservation
of open space, responsible stewardship, and low impact
public enjoyment of the scenic, natural, recreational, and
historical resources of the Belknap Mountain Range.  BRCC
participants include representatives of LRCT, the Society for
the Protection of New Hampshire Forests, UNH
Cooperative Extension, the Belknap County Sportsmen's
Association, the Gilmanton Land Trust, and the Belknap
County Conservation District, as well as interested citizens
from the four towns encompassing the Belknap MountainsÐ
Alton, Belmont, Gilford, and GilmantonÐand others w ith
an avid interest in the natural assets of the Belknap Range.

The Belknap Range is a critical part of the Lakes Region,
providing significant unfragmented habitat, extraordinary
recreational opportunities, and unsurpassed scenic beauty
overlooking Lake Winnipesaukee and smaller lakes and
ponds.  Significant tracts of land in the Belknaps have
already been conserved, and work with interested
landowners to protect additional lands will play an important

role in preserving the Belknaps'
incredible natural, recreational, and
scenic qualities.

The BRCC works to facilitate land
conservation and stewardship and to
inform the community about the
significance of the Belknaps' resources.
In addition, the BRCC strives to
promote communication and
cooperation among conservation
organizations, government entities, and
landowners with an interest in the
Belknaps and to help BRCC members
secure resources for conducting work
in support of BRCC's mission.
